I have a saying that I coined 2 years ago which goes  “POWER2U!”  At the time I decided to use this on my number plate here in Gauteng.  
So it reads POWER2U GP!  It turns out to be quite an interesting talking point at a variety of places like petrol stations and security check points at buildings etc.  Very often it gets repeated back to me everytime with a smile and a respectful acknowledgement.

So I think it deserves an explanation and contextualisation.
